Therefore Be It Resolved That Council receives for information an email from the 
MCD advising he met with the Committee and a member of the Pioneer Museum and it 
does not appear the project will interfere with the septic tank, septic bed, the well or the 
boat launch on Benny’s Lake;

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And That Council approves the snow removal as set out by the Public Works Manager 
who advised they can plow at the front of the museum to the fence but it would not be a 
top priority and would be included in post storm clean-up operations. However; the 
snow removal from the fence to the building or grounds would be the responsibility of 
others; 

And That Council approves the replacement of the shingles on the roof of the gazebo in 
house by the Facilities/Recreation Supervisor at a cost of $500 to be taken from the 
Ward 1 Special Parks Reserve Fund; 

And That Council approves the Township purchasing two garbage cans at a cost of 
approximately $500 to be taken from the Ward 1 Special Parks Reserve Fund and the 
garbage being removed on a weekly basis by the Recreation Maintenance Assistant 
from May 15th until October 30th  on a trial basis for 2022 and if there are concerns with 
the garbage the MCD shall report back to Council;

Whereas Council passed Resolution #34-22 at their meeting on February 4, 2022 
receiving for information a letter dated January 12, 2022 regarding the power outages 
caused by the December 11, 2021 windstorm which affected approximately 500 
households fed from the Junior Ranger Station  sub-station (north of Mazinaw Lake) 
that feeds areas south running through Bon Echo Park and servicing properties around 
Mazinaw, Skootamatta, Pringle and Sheldrake Lakes;and that residents are requesting 
Council to contact Hydro One and the Ministry of Natural Resources to request the 
following solutions: 

• All hydro that feeds the above lake areas comes through Bon Echo Park. 
Frontline Hydro workers have told some residents that a big part of the problem 
is Bon Echo Park does not allow Hydro to trim trees to Hydro standards making 
windstorms, wet snow, and freezing rain a constant threat. If this area continues 
to be fed through Bon Echo, that tree trimming be vastly improved in Bon Echo 
Park. 

• In 1998 during the devastating ice storm, hydro was re-routed from the Cloyne-
Northbrook line. If reliable hydro cannot be achieved feeding this area through 
Bon Echo Park, from the Junior Ranger Station (north of Mazinaw Lake), then 
the hydro be re-routed to come from Cloyne- Northbrook which was not affected 
by these outages and rarely experiences outage 

And Whereas Council requested the Mayor contact Hydro One and report back to 
Council;
