Whereas Council passed Resolution #11-22 at their meeting on January 14, 2022
receiving for information a letter dated November 29, 2021 from the Township of
Georgina regarding the lack of options for recycling boat shrink wrap and agricultural
bale wrap and twine; the need to make recycling programs more accessible to the
agricultural and marine industries across Canada; and requesting the Provincial
Government work with municipalities, agricultural and marine groups to implement
concrete steps to be implemented to make recycling programs more accessible; and
that Council supports the Resolution of the Township of Georgina, as boat wrap
continues to be an issue for North Frontenac with the only option right now being the
bulky item bin, which requires payment by the tonne for disposal and there isn’t any
management plan after it leaves North Frontenac; and Council requested Councillor
Fowler and the Public Works Manager include this in their discussion regarding a
possible Ontario Good Roads Association (OGRA)Conference Delegation and report
back to Council;

Therefore Be It Resolved That Council receives for information an email dated
January 21, 2022 from the Public Works Manager advising he met with Councillor
Fowler; and that "the recycling of boat wrap isn’t a major issue in North Frontenac and
the cost of disposal can be covered by the tipping fee. However, in the interest of
promoting recycling principles, and given the significant quantities of bale wrap and
shrink wrap generated across the Province, any action to encourage recycling is
supported. There are organizations and groups in a better position to promote this
recycling initiative than North Frontenac™;

And That the OGRA advances infrastructure and transportation interest. Therefore, the
OGRA Conference is not the proper venue for the discussion of a recycling item and the
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appropriate representatives would not be there to receive a delegation. The Rural
Ontario Municipal Association (ROMA) Conference would be a better venue for a
delegation; however the Conference was held in January so we have missed this
opportunity for 2022;

Be It Resolved That Council receives for information a letter dated January 12, 2022
from Ken Hook, Dave Dacuk and Pauline Smart (Smart’s Marina) regarding the power
outages caused by the December 11, 2021 windstorm which affected approximately
500 households fed from the Junior Ranger Station sub-station (north of Mazinaw
Lake) that feeds areas south running through Bon Echo Park and servicing properties
around Mazinaw, Skootamatta, Pringle and Sheldrake Lakes;
And That residents on parts of Skootamatta Lake and Mazinaw Lake experienced
power outages which lasted approximately 89 hours and several others regions in the
area for much longer; and cell service from the Rogers tower near Bon Echo was also
interrupted, resulting in residents being unable to contact emergency services (police,
fire or ambulance) for several days;
And That residents are requesting Council to contact Hydro One and the Ministry of
Natural Resources to request the following solutions:

e All hydro that feeds the above lake areas comes through Bon Echo Park.
Frontline Hydro workers have told some residents that a big part of the problem
is Bon Echo Park does not allow Hydro to trim trees to Hydro standards making
windstorms, wet snow, and freezing rain a constant threat.If this area continues
to be fed through Bon Echo, that tree trimming be vastly improved in Bon Echo
Park.

e In 1998 during the devastating ice storm, hydro was re-routed from the Cloyne-
Northbrook line. If reliable hydro cannot be achieved feeding this area through
Bon Echo Park, from the Junior Ranger Station (north of Mazinaw Lake), then
the hydro be re-routed to come from Cloyne- Northbrook which was not affected
by these outages and rarely experiences outages.

And That Council supports these residents; and the Mayor contacted Hydro One and
will report back to Council.
