Therefore Be It Resolved That Council receives the Technical Memorandum from
Kelly Stiles, MVCA Staff Biologist and Monitoring Coordinator dated September 28,
2022 responding to the inquiry from MPOA regarding phosphorous results and
providing an update on the sampling programs on Mazinaw Lake; providing details on
total phosphorous levels; the approach and methodology used in their analysis and their
findings which was also provided to the MPOA,

And That MVCA has concluded Mazinaw Lake does not have either an upward or
downward trend in total phosphorous concentrations and the lake has maintained a
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fairly stable and low nutrient status since 2003. However Eurasian Milfoil appears to be
present throughout the lake;
And That MVCA recommends in order to protect against increasing phosphorous
levels, the Township and MPOA.:

e Continue to implement municipal planning policies regarding the protection of

shoreline vegetation and development setbacks;

e Explore opportunities for shoreline enhancement and run-off mitigation;

e Implement stewardship outreach and activities; and

e Communicate the importance of clean, drain, dry protocols.
